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During my stay in Krems/Stein | really enjoyed the town and surrounding area
of Wachau. The main advantage is that there are two old cities unified and

close, and it's so inspiring for creating and sorting out ideas and thoughts.

In Stein you can enjoy the history and hidden places like the house where
Mozart's grandmother or Listz's mother were born, the houses where notable
artists like composer Zechner or painter Schmidt were creating their works or
places like Roman relics in Mautern (turn to the right when you cross the
bridge between Stein and Mautern!) and Heuriger in the side-streets.

I managed to polish up my novel “Close to Bailony’s market” and to develop
my novelle “Novelle about the rain that has never fallen” which is partly set in
Austria and | needed to feel the ambient of Stein, in winter and in spring, in

order to write my characters’ impressions about the town.
Besides that, | wrote a couple of poems and micro essays.
